Morning Session

ARTICLE 1

On behalf of the convening church of Byford, Reverend C Bouwman
opens Synod 1994. He requests the singing of Psalm 25:2,4,6, reads
Psalm 25 and leads in prayer.

WELCOMING AND OPENING ADDRESS

For the eighteenth time in the history of the Free Reformed Churches
of Australia, one of the churches has invited the other members of the
bond to a meeting of the churches; this was, in accordance with the
adopted Church Order, the wish of the churches as expressed on the
last day of the previous meeting in Synod 1992. For the eighteenth
time in the history of the Free Reformed Churches of Australia, the
churches of the Free Reformed bond have responded to the invitation
of the calling church and sent their delegates to the prescribed ad-
dress. It is now my task and privilege, on behalf of the convening
church of Byford, to welcome you to Byford and into the midst of our
congregation. For our part, we have endeavoured to make reasonable
preparations for the mechanical side of this meeting of the churches,
and we trust that you will find our efforts satisfactory.

It has been two years ago since the churches last met together in a
synod. In the time since the last meeting, the Lord God in mercy has
continued to gather, defend and preserve His church. Thiswas mercy
indeed, for despite the renewing work of the Holy Spirit in the mem-
bers of the church, there was so much sin in the midst of the churches
in the last two years. Had the Lord dealt with us according to our
transgressions, He would certainly not have gathered, defended, and
preserved us in His church. With deep gratitude to the Lord, then, we
acknowledge His work in our midst over the last two years.

Central to the Lord 3 continued gathering and preserving of His
church has been the fact that He has given into our midst many more
of His covenant children; the numerous birth advertisements in Una
Sancta over the last two years are loud evidence of the Lord 3 church
gathering work. Similarly, in His church preserving work, the Lord
has graciously granted that many of the children entrusted into the
care of parents at the time of, say, Synod 1975 have made profession of
the faith, and so publicly responded in faith to the promises God had
earlier given to them. Again, the Lord was also pleased to add to His
church some He wanted to save but whom He in wisdom had not
caused to grow up in a Christian home, or at least not in a Free Re-
formed home. Certainly, in the last two years Satan has also done his
utmost to tear the churches apart and to rip God 3 covenant children
from His hands. It pains us to note that some have indeed broken
with the Lord, but we are assured that Satan has not been able to
snatch away from the Father a single one of those whom He had given



to Christ. 1don Thave the exact numbers, but adding up the member-
ship figures in the Yearbooks suggests that the total membership of
the Free Reformed Churches of Australia currently hovers around
the 3000 mark. Altogether, then, the Lord has given to us deep reason
to thank Him heartily for the growth He has allowed in the churches.
Amongst the results of this work of God in our midst is the fact that
the number of churches in the Free Reformed bond has increased
since the last meeting of the churches. With the institution of the
church of Rockingham on 6 September 1992, our bond now consists
of eight churches.

These eight churches have all received office bearers from the Lord in
the persons of elders and deacons, and most churches are also allowed
to have a minister of the Word. By means of these brothers, the as-
cended Saviour has looked after the sheep for whom He died. In the
course of the last two years, the elders and deacons have done much
work to tend the sheep of God placed in their respective care, and by
the grace of the Lord the members have grown in faith and in love for
the Lord and for each other. Though there certainly remains yet so
very, very much room for further growth in the congregations, it is fit-
ting, | think, at this meeting of the churches to express thanks to the
Lord God for the work which the brothers office bearers were allowed
to do and for the blessing the brothers are allowed to see on their la-
bours. It is the Lord who continues to gather, defend and preserve
His church, through the broken labours of men.

I take the liberty to mention today too that since the last meeting of
the churches the Lord has through death relieved two serving office
bearers from their tasks in the churches. The brothers AK Pleiter of
Byford and HC Brouwer of Rockingham received from the Lord the
unfading crown of glory mentioned in the Form for the Ordination of
Elders and Deacons. It gives again reason for gratitude that the Lord
provided other brothers to carry on the work of shepherding God 3
flock. In the course of the last two years, the Lord has allowed His
Word to be proclaimed in all the churches too. In His care for His
churches in Albany, Armadale, Bedfordale, Byford and Legana, the
ministers assigned by the Lord to these congregations could continue
to preach that Word of life by which the Holy Spirit works faith. After
Reverend G van Rongen had been allowed to preach the Word in
Launceston for nigh onto a year of that church 3 vacancy, the Lord
granted a permanent teacher for the congregation in the person of
Reverend FJ van Hulst. Since her institution, the church at Rocking-
ham has extended three calls in an effort to attract a minister, but so
far the Lord has not granted a preacher who can devote his energies
to this congregation. The church at Kelmscott farewelled her minis-
ter when the Lord called Reverend C Bosch to serve one of the
churchesin Canada. A call extended to a local received an acceptance,
with as result that Kelmscott will, the Lord willing, shortly ; receive
another minister of the Word. The church at Byford has conse-
quently struck a calling committee. For His gift of ministers of the
Word it is fitting again that we express thanks to the Lord. At the
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same time we express our hope and prayer that the Lord will speedily
supply the churches of Rockingham and Byford with another minis-
ter.

The 1994 Synod of the Free Reformed Churches of Australia meets in
the year in which we recall what the Lord did 50 years ago in the Lib-
eration of 1944. About that Liberation 50 years ago there is much
that could (and should) be said, but this, I believe, is not the right
place for that.

With a view to this meeting of the churches, however, there is one as-
pect of the Liberation that | do wish to lay before you. You may know
that the synod convened in Sneek in 1939 continued its existence well
and truly beyond the time the churches had agreed in the Church Or-
der. In the course of its existence, this synod received many requests
from the churches to shelve the matter of the doctrinal differences
until after the war —why? — so that the churches themselves could
be involved in the discussions and the accused (Dr K Schilder) could
defend himself publicly too. The Synod of 1939-43, however (and it3
true also of its successor), did not regard the local churches; this
meeting of delegates from the churches chose to act independently of
and contrary to the wishes of the churches. In fact, those two synods
told the churches what to do and what to believe, yes, they even went
so far as to depose office bearers from the local churches. It was this
attitude of arrogance on the part of the synod that prompted the
break in the churches.

I bring up this tragic scene from the past in order to underline what
our task is here. The Synod of 1994 — a meeting of the churches as it
is — is ever to recall that it is the local church that is central to
Christ 3 church gathering work. Itis on the local level that the Word
of life is proclaimed, and it is on the local level that the office bearers
Christ gave have their task to nurture the flock. A meeting of the
churches has ultimately no other purpose and no other task than to
be of service to the office bearers of the congregations in carrying out
their tasks among the members of the individual churches. In this
year of commemoration, | think it proper that I, on behalf of the con-
vening church, remind this meeting of this lesson of the Liberation:
let this meeting keep in mind the local churches of Christ as the
agenda is digested.

That agenda: on it are some difficult items, items for which office
bearers desire answers so that they can better perform their tasks
amongst the members in their charge. Asitis, amongst the members
there are also strong feelings about some of the items that need to be
discussed, feelings that produce unrest in the churches and even dis-
trust in the communion of saints. For the sake of the churches, this
meeting shall need to make some difficult decisions. The Lord
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teaches us in His Word that “in multitude of counsellors there is
safety”’{Proverbs 11:14; 24:6), and that 3 why it 3 good to speak to-
gether as churches about the issues that be, yes, that 3 also why it is
good to have and to expect brothers from overseas sister churches in
our midst in the course of this synod.

Brothers delegates to the eighteenth synod of the Free Reformed
Churches of Australia: you were sent to this meeting by churches for
whom Jesus Christ shed His blood. Those churches belong to Christ,
and so it 3 ultimately He who directed your path to this meeting. Itis
true that the work mentioned on the agenda is not easy, and it is true
too that the eyes of the churches are upon you. Do the work God has
given to you with the conviction born of faith. The Saviour who gave
His blood for the church will surely give to you the strength you need
day by day, will give to you also the wisdom and the humility and the
courage that is required. May the Lord graciously bless this meeting
of His churches in Australia so that the churches benefit and His
name in turn be glorified.

With these words, | declare the eighteenth synod of the Free Re-
formed Churches of Australia opened.

In-
stead they ask for a revision because it has grave misgivings as to
its practicalities. Itclaimsthe change of rules are lacking in clar-
ity and lead to inequities.

According to Article 33 CO, matters once decided upon may not
be proposed again unless they are substantiated by new
grounds. It could be questioned whether Albany really gives
new grounds but it is wise to answer Albany 3 comments on the
implementation of Article 50, Synod Bedfordale.

Avrticle 18 Co (old Article 19) implies that each individual church
is responsible for stimulating young men to study for the minis-
try. Synod 1992 decided that each church has a prior responsibil-
ity for their own student, financially, by prayer and by
correspondence.

Individual churches have differing financial responsibilities in
many aspects of church life. Inequality in financial burdens for
the differing congregations is to be expected. Support for a theo-
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logical student is no exception. If the church finds that the fi-
nancial costs become too heavy it should address the Deputies
for Training for the Ministry for assistance.

Equality amongst students regarding financial means can never
be completely achieved since some students will have substan-
tial family support, whilst others will rely only on support from
their home church or Deputies for Training for the Ministry.
Regarding Albany 3 concern that confusion may occur as to
which church has the secondary responsibility for assisting a
student, in the case that that student has been a member of more
than one congregation, we agree this should be avoided. Depu-
ties should be mandated to clarify this issue.

Kelmscott and the deputies have shown that the provision of Ar-
ticles 7 and 9 of the regulations regarding the support of the fam-
ily of a married student is inconsistent with the Consideration
7a of Article 50, Synod Bedfordale, which amended the regula-
tions. Kelmscott has given good grounds why the spouse of a
married student should also require financial support.

Article 19c of the regulations required repayment of the study
loan if the student does not make himself available for a call.
Deputies rightly point out that very young graduates may wish
to prepare themselves for the ministry in a practical way (eg by
teaching at school, by additional studies, or simply by obtaining
some life experience by holding any job in the workforce).
Churches and deputies have misunderstood the application of
the rules and regulations. The regulations for the financial aid

Acts - 34



of students are applicable only to students who receive financial
aid from the Deputies for Training for the Ministry. Students
who receive financial assistance from their own church are gov-
erned only by any rules or agreements which their supporting
church may determine. Deputies erred in their advice to stu-
dents not to marry before Synod 1994 had made a decision re-
garding support for a spouse.

If a church assumes secondary responsibility for a student then
it can provide assistance under its own terms and conditions.
Just as synod cannot make regulations regarding the level of
support given to a student from private or family sources, so
synod should not make regulations regarding the level of sup-
port for a student supported by his own church.

4. Theregulationsand rules regarding means testing students who
apply for assistance from the fund for the support for needy stu-
dents has not been shown to need amendment since these regu-
lations assist the deputies to be good stewards over that which
has been entrusted to them.

5. Itisin keeping with good reformed practice that a student ag-
grieved by the level of support offered by deputies or by their ap-
plication of the rules and regulations, should be able to appeal
deputies decisions.

6. Support for the Theological College should continue in accor-
dance with Article 18 of the Church Order. @ADOPTED =
ADOPTED

iv. Lord3 Day 7 specifies what true faith, and thus what
unity of faith, means. That member churches in their
reformed standards confess and adhere to “the sure
knowledge”’that everything from Genesis to Revelation
is the truth, the Word of God; and that they have shown
their “firm confidence”’in all the promises of the Gospel
gives us confidence in meeting these churches at an in-
ternational, reformed conference, and in fulfilling our
obligations as outlined in “Article 111 - Purpose””of its
Constitution.

4. To request deputies to pass onto the churches the conclusions
and recommendations of the ICRC, specifically the ones about
“Theological Affirmation”’and regional conferences and mission
conferences from the 1993 ICRC, together with deputies “com-
ments, at least 1/2 a year before the next synod, if so desired.

Our bond is too small to seek the fullest ecclesiastical fellowship with

a growing number of churches, many of which are distant from us.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT OF THE
FIRST PURPOSE OF ICRC
The 1994 Synod of the FRCA proposes to the next ICRC to adopt the
following amendment of the first Purpose of the ICRC as stated in its
Constitution so that it reads instead:
“1. to express and promote unity in the reformed faith which the
member churches confess;"

GROUNDS:

1. The present reading “to express and promote the unity of faith
that the member churches have in Christ’”uses language from
our confessions, language which suggests that the full unity of
faith as established in organic unity or sister relations between
federations of churches can be expressed and promoted at and by
the ICRC. Many understand the purpose in the above manner;
and in turn this understanding causes much concern. It is not
the task of the ICRC but of the broadest ecclesiastical assemblies
to recognise and to give expression to this full unity of faith (cf
the Proposal of the FCS to the 1989 ICRC, Proceedings, pages
12-14).

2. The present reading - “the unity of faith that the members
churches HAVE in Christ”’(stress is ours) - could imply and im-
plies to many that this unity is already a present fact. It could
imply that unity already exists among all the members churches.
The next purpose (“to encourage the fullest ecclesiastical fellow-
ship..”) belies this implication. Instead of fostering ambiguity,
confusion and dissension, a clearer statement of purpose would
promote appreciation for the purpose of the ICRC.

3. Thefirst purpose should always be broad, comprehending every
other stated purpose. The amendment tries to do so.

4. The amendment does not leave room for ambiguity. Expression
and promotion of the reformed faith which all the member
churches confess is general, involves the more specific aim of
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promoting full interchurch relations, but includes a comprehen-
sive array of discussions, aims and projects which will all express
and promote the reformed faith.

5. The reference to “teformed faith>”should encourage especially
those who hold to the Westminster Standards. Instead of being
called “presbyterian®” in contradistinction to “teformed’” all
member churches are now said to confess the “teformed faith”?
Needless and divisive distinctions are thus avoided.

6. The reference to “the reformed faith which the member churches
CONFESS”(stress is ours) neatly ties in with the “BASIS””of
the Constitution where the reformed confessions are listed. It
knits the article of basis and purpose together.

In the course of their stay here, delegates from our sister
churches in the Netherlands have encouraged us to “feceive”’as
true churches of Jesus Christ other churches who have and
maintain a reformed confession, as long as the areas of concern,
which there might be in these other churches do not have the
weight of promoting unbelief. This constitutes an approach to
other churches different from the approach followed by the
FRCA until now. The FRCA should not immediately follow this
advice without first having thought the matter through for our-
selves.

Synod 1987 gave expression to the joy of the churches that “be-
tween the Free Reformed Churches of Australia and the Presbyte-
rian Church of Eastern Australia there is indeed a mutual desire
to serve God according to His Word””(Article 115, Recommenda-
tion 2). Precisely this oneness in desire gives every incentive to
carry on our contacts with the PCEA.

Current deputies "reports (as also those of 1990 and 1992) does
not give evidence of much progress. One should not become im-
patient with this tardiness, for the areas of concern have deep
roots in the PCEA. We should instead be assured that the com-
mon desire to serve God according to His Word will lead to fruit
in the course of time. So we should carry on in efforts to share
what we have received and learn what we can learn.

Our Dutch sister has recognised the PCEA as a true church, but
has not offered them sister relations out of consideration for the
FRCA. Yet this leaves us in an awkward situation, since the
PCEA isbeing accepted by one but still investigated by the other.
Since the RCN is distant from the PCEA and we are close by, it is
regretful that the FRCA could not finish its mandate first.
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An amendment was tabled, namely:

ARTICLE 136
CLOSING ADDRESS

The 1994 Synod of Byford, the eighteenth synod, of the FRCA is
about to become history. But before we put down the gavel on this
synod, brothers, delegates, |1 would like to address some closing re-
marks.

On behalf of all the moderamen, we thank you for the confidence
placed in us. Some of us were quite surprised by the positions you
gave to us - | for one had not expected it at all! It took us a few days to
adjust to our responsibilities. To have the minister of the convening
church beside me as the vice-chairman, for example, greatly helped
me through that initial period. So even as your task as delegates may
have been a learning experience, so it was for us. We hope that your
confidence in us was not ill-placed or abused.

Some comments as chairman might be in order. At the beginning you
stressed that we should discuss all items in open, public sessions. You
stated that the chair should censure anyone who abused his privi-
leges of the floor. Generally speaking you did not make that task too
difficult. The attempt was to be fair and still firm when in my view
members or advisory members misused their privileges. If | have
been subjective or if I have dealt with anyone unjustly during the
course of the discussions and deliberations, please accept my apolo-
gies.

The chair also wishes to thank you as fellow delegates. We have
worked hard together, struggled and prayed together. We really be-
came acquainted with each other. That develops a bond between us
and helps cement the churches together. One of the satisfying feature
of a synod, at least for me personally, is the privilege to work together
with one 3 colleagues and with elders from the other churches.

At the start of this synod we decided upon the rules and procedures
we would follow, especially whether we would use the system of advi-
sory committees for all items or only for a select few items in order to
speed up synod. We decided to use them only for select agenda-items
like the budget and cost-sharing scheme. We also decided to use the
format of “material, decisions, and grounds.””This meant that we had
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to interact much more directly with the reports of the deputies than
before when the reports of the advisory committees at times over-
shadowed or even duplicated the efforts of the deputies. We had to ad-
just to a system without advisory committees for most items. It was
awkward at times, especially since the reports of the deputies did not
always follow this format. At times our discussions and decision-
making was somewhat Mmessy 7 Yet on the whole we adjusted quite
well. In my view the switch was a success - instead of 17 full days of
synod as in 1992 we had 10 full days; instead of almost four weeks
this synod took just two weeks. That in itself attests to its success.
Hopefully the next synod, based on a thorough report of deputies, will
even refine the system more.

Also, it meant that not only an advisory committee but all the mem-
bers of synod fully interacted with the material such as the revision of
the Church Order. We worked on it together. That too was a big bene-
fit.

That brings me to the next comment. This synod worked hard on sub-
jects for the internal life of our bond of churches. It took us about
three days to go through the complete Church Order to approve the
final edition. That is important for us as a bond. Also, the matter of
Bible translations has plagued us for some synods. Much effort by
deputies and synods has been expended on this necessary subject. We
love and respect the Word of God, exactly because it is the Word of our
Triune God. A faithful and clear translation is thus important for us.
Thus at least a full week was first devoted to our own internal affairs.
That is good and proper.

Yes, and when we discussed Bible translations as well as contacts and
relations with presbyterian churches, it heartened me to see that
delegates were true delegates of the churches. They did not just try to
represent their own personal views, but kept the churches in mind.
So while one delegate strongly favoured one translation, he still voted
to allow the other translation which others strongly favour. With re-
spect to the presbyterian churches it meant that while some person-
ally favour striding forward with sister-relations with presbyterian
churches, they instead “taught the synodical train.”” To climb on
board the synodical train of the churches means you follow what pre-
vious synods have done, respect its decisions, and strive to have the
churches come to ripe decisions. For example, some may have wanted
sister-relations with the PCEA now already; yet had the churches
through the deputies arrived at such a ripe decision? No! Therefore
some sacrificed their own views and represented the churches. Let
the churches together, through the deputies, first grapple with areas
of concern we seem to meet with a number of presbyterian churches;
let us have a common and consistent approach so that this matter
need not continually trouble us in the future. Brothers, that was
wise; hopefully the churches will appreciate it.

Yet every synod faces a moment of truth; it must make hard decisions.
In our case the time had come to decide our future membership in the
ICRC. Itwas not an easy decision. Our sister-churches knew this, and
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they sent delegates or sent longer than normal letters of greetings
with commentary. We are not alone in this world; we experienced
what it means to have sister-churches. They consistently pleaded
with us to retain membership in the ICRC. After five full rounds of
discussion, and the chair invited you all to participate, we finally de-
cided. The first proposal, basically reflecting what the majority of
deputies recommended, carried. Since you delegates had three pro-
posals to choose from, a preference had been possible, and you possi-
bly could stand behind the one adopted but which was not your first
preference; and since the rules of synod oblige us to strive for una-
nimity, the chair asked for a second vote to seek as much unanimity as
possible. Unfortunately, the vote remained the same. In my own per-
sonal view, this was a disappointment, especially since a number of
dissenting delegates had indicated that they were so close to agreeing
with the proposal. Hopefully, after a period of reflection the consen-
sus can still grow among those who were delegates and among the
leaders and members of the churches. For this international confer-
ence can be avery useful tool for us in this part of the world to help the
kingdom of Christ come.

The decisions of synod now go to the churches. They can read and
scrutinise them, deciding whether our work was well-founded or not.
Mind you, these decisions are settled and binding on the churches,
unless the churches find them to be against the Word of God, the con-
fessions or church order.

We will not review all the decisions themselves, but we do want to say
here and now that the predictions of gloom and doom about this
synod did not materialise. Oh yes, in the press and in the prayer serv-
ice the nervousness of many were mentioned. Who will deny that
there was tension in the air? Yet did it dominate our meetings? No!
Some tension, especially when a vote on an important issue is taken,
cannot be avoided. Such tension is normal - for example, there is ten-
sion at the birth of a baby, even if the pregnancy went normally. Yet in
the first week that tension simply did not exist. During the second
week when discussion about the ICRC started, then one could expect
it. However, in my view the members were not too tense to speak up.
Everyone was urged to speak his mind on the issues, to listen to each,
and to try to win his brother instead of trying to win hisargument. To
an extent, in my humble view, we succeeded. May the LORD forgive
us where we failed. But to return to my point, tension did not domi-
nate us until the chair put the proposals to the vote. How come our
nerves did not play havoc with us? Well, we begun synod and every
morning with Scripture and prayer. Yes, the prayers for God 3 guid-
ance, for Christ 3 Spirit of truth and for brotherly kindness prevailed.
In the prayer service we heard a message about Paul 3 assurance that
our heavenly Father is able to answer us exceedingly above all that we
ask or think. We experienced the truth of that assurance. And when
personalities instead of issues were the focus of attention, prayer re-
minded us of the path to walk. When you know that danger looms
ahead, when you can foresee tensions and divisions, then as chris-
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tians we pray, we pray hard and from the heart. In our church serv-
ices in Australia, in church services abroad in sister-churches and in
churches with whom we have contacts, in our church meetings and
in our schools, as well as in our homes prayers were multiplied for the
peace of Jerusalem. God heard them.

For at the start of synod had we not all stood up to declare our com-
mon submission to the Word of God and our common agreement with
the Three Forms of Unity? That meant we had to respect the integ-
rity and sincerity of all delegates even if we disagreed on some issues.
Yes, that simple act was very important! Obedience to the Word ce-
mented us together. May these decisions thus be received in the
spirit in which they were made.

It is now time to say farewell. One delegate from Tasmania has
started down the road to Melbourne and Launceston already. After
two weeks of intensive work, it is time to unwind and to resume our
normal labours. May God go with you, and may He bring you safely
home to your wife and family who have missed you. God strengthen
you all for your respective offices.

We also think of the many brothers appointed to serve the next
synod(s). God grantwisdom to them all that the workload of the next
synod(s), D.V, may be lightened by good reports. God bless our bond
of eight (soon nine) churches here in Australia. May what we read
from the Book of Acts for morning devotions during synod be true of
Christ 3 churches here in Australia - “they were devoted to the apos-
tles ®teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayers>”
so that “the Word of God increases.””
